House Challenge. This is  one of West Shore Sail 
Clubõs traditional races and favorite of members 
and non-members alike.

This race will be comparable to the Trans Erie 
Race that started in 1997 with 21 entrants and grew 
to over 47 entrants in 2004 and the Mills Trophy 
Race from Toledo to PutðInðBay which has grown to 
181 entrants in 2004. Our efforts will be to emulate 
some of the best features of the Trans Erie and the 
Mills Races. The Mills Trophy Race is more similar 
to the Light House Challenge. It is a shorter course 
on one end of the lake with an event as big as the 
race with the afterglow which will include events and 
entertainment for all.

The race will be open to all classes including; 
PHRF, MORC, JAM, Multi-Hull and Cruising 

(a much shortened course) for those who have not 
actively raced, but want to participate in an exciting 
race with a great afterglow for all involved. If there is 
interest single handed and/or double handed classes 
will be included. Accommodations will be made for 
entrants of distant clubs for overnight docking.

Arrangements have been made with the Middle 
Bass Yacht Club and Middle Bass State Park for 
accommodations and facilities. Middle Bass was 
chosen for its seclusion and scenic beauty. Its 
proximity to Put-In-Bay by boat or ferry makes it 
even more unique and attractive.
